Board had continued discussion regarding possible improvements to Orchid Lane in Parkersburg, lowa.
Engineer Riherd proposed a one-third county, two-third city split on cost with the city using TIF revenues for a
portion of the cost. Further that this be a staged construction to allow all parties to budget for the project.
Parkersburg representatives will discuss with their City Council at the next meeting. Moved by Eddy, second by
Heidenwirth to move forward with the improvements on Orchid Lane with project funding yet to be determined.
All ayes. Motion carried.

Virgil Goodrich, Parkersburg, lowa stated that he appreciated the efforts through the years to get Orchid Lane
paved.

Board approved claims as submitted.
