Lindaman, Tammy Brocka, Scott Bruns and C. Reints for a program update and funding request for FY20. Also 
present was Director of Public Health Jennifer Becker. Funding level will be determined at budget time. 
 
Board met with members of the Butler County Librarians Association Deb Eisentrager, Dumont Library, Kristen 
Clark, Clarksville Library, Patty Hummel, Allison Library, Cynthia Siemons, Greene Library, Gloria Schiller, 
Parkersburg Library and Julie Folken, Aplington, Library for a program update and funding request for FY20. 
Libraries will receive, by contract, $80,000 split evenly among the eight Butler County libraries. 
 
Board discussed possible changes to the Public Health/Environmental Health/Zoning areas of the basement. No 
changes will be made.

Ordinance Amending the Official Zoning Map passed December 4, 2018 is as follows: 
 

ORDINANCE TITLE VI, No. 15 
 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP, WHICH 
IS CONSIDERED PART OF BUTLER COUNTY, IOWA ZONING 

ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. Title VI, No. 15, ADOPTED ON DECEMBER 4, 2018) 
 

 Section 1. RESCISSION.  This Ordinance rescinds the current zoning designation, Agricultural A-1, 
on the property legally described as: 
 
 The South One-half of the Northwest Quarter (S½ NW¼) in Section 
 33, Township 92 North, Range 15 West of the 5th P.M., except that 
 part lying North and East of the Chicago, Rock Island and Pacific 
 Railway right of way, and except a tract beginning at a point on the 
 quarter section line that is North 90°00’ East 1044 feet from the 
 Northwest corner of the Southwest Quarter of the Northwest Quarter 
 (SW¼ NW¼) of Section 33, thence continuing North 90°00’ East 
 640 feet, thence South 0°00’ West 442 feet, thence South 90°00’ 
 West 640 feet, thence North 0° East 442 feet to point of beginning;

 The North One-half of the Southwest Quarter (N½ SW¼) in Section 
 33, Township 92 North, Range 15 West of the 5th P.M. 
 
on the Official Zoning Map as was originally adopted. 
 
 Section 2. ADOPTION.   This Ordinance adopts in lieu thereof a new zoning designation “M”, 
Manufacturing, for the property legally described above, on the Official Zoning Map. 
 
 Section 3. INTEGRATION WITH CODE.   Each section, provision or part of this Ordinance which is 
followed by a section number shall be inserted in the Butler County Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance No. Title VI, 
No. 15, adopted on December 4, 2018) as indicated by said section number and hereafter shall be cited by 
reference to said section number. 
 
 Section 4. REPEALER.   All ordinances and resolutions, parts thereof or amendments thereto, in 
conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed. 
 
 Section 5. SEVERABILITY OF REPEALER.   All ordinances and resolutions, parts thereof or 
amendments thereto, not directly affected by this Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect. 
  
 Section 6. SEVERABILITY.   If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged 
invalid or unconstitutional, such section, provision, or part shall be severable from the rest of the Ordinance, 
and such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any section, provision or part 
not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional. 
 
 Section 7. EFFECTIVE DATE.   This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its final passage 
and publication as provided by law.
