County Engineer, John Riherd, outlined a utility permit for Dumont Telephone buried fiber — T55 New Hartford.

Board reviewed Resolution 1055 authorizing County Auditor to transfer $151,097.61 from Capital Projects to
Secondary Roads — Orchid Land & C45 construction reimbursement. Barnett moved to approve, second by
Eddy.
